Small Towns and Big Hopes: New Life for Rural America:  This book length project is based on ongoing action research in a small but thriving rural community in Northeast Iowa.  It examines the relationships among social, cultural, and economic development strategies that sustain and invigorate rural community life at the turn of the 21st century. The research applies action research to help citizens define and implement appropriate economic development agendas and evaluates how diverse interest groups negotiate conflicts associated with river recreation and environmental tourism.  It incorporates papers presented at several conferences as well as my work on rural volunteerism.  
An Ecology of the Soil and the Soul: A Comparative Study of Amish, Brethren, and Lutheran German-American Family Farming Communities in Northeast Iowa is an extended study of my dissertation research.  Ethnographic data, both quantitative and qualitative, gathered from 1990 to the present, reveals three distinctive patterns of change and resistance to change over one decade. This longitudinal study argues that rural churches that sustain the family farm, the farm family, and rural communities at the grass roots are more effective than programs that support neo-liberal advocacy programs within externally directed urban institutions.  I plan to apply for grant support to expand this study to include a Catholic and Missouri Synod Lutheran community in the same region to complete this study during a sabbatical year.
