Dr. Erika Kirby (Communication Studies) received the Organizational Communication Division's research award for best organizational communication article published between July 2002 and June 2003, at the annual meeting of the National Communication Association. Her winning paper, "An Organizational Communication Challenge to the Discourse of Work and Family Research: From Problematics to Empowerment," had originally been published as the lead article in Communication Yearbook 27.  Dr. Kirby also presented "Viewing One Fine Day as a Reflection of Gendered Work-Family Expectations," a co-authored paper with Molly Hendricks, a 2003 graduate of Creighton University and Communication Studies alumna.

 

Dr. Chad McBride (Communication Studies) received the Top Student Paper Award in the Family Communication Division of the National Communication Association for his paper, "Communicatively Managing Multiple Identities through Facework: Talking with Family about Relationship Problems."  Dr. McBride also presented his paper, "More Than Just 'I'm Sorry:' The Ethic of Forgiveness Between 'Friends'" at the conference, which was held in Miami.

 

Dr. Richard Falvo (Communication Studies) presented his paper, "Envisioning Relational Endangerment in Intimate Dyads: Explorations in Feelings of Using Potentially Hurtful Persuasive Strategies," at the same meeting of the National Communication Association. And Dr. Donna Pawlowski (Communication Studies) presented her paper, "What Does the Community Need?: A Key Starting Point to Service Learning Assessment," at the Reaching Out/Reaching In Through Service Learning pre-conference and had her Great Ideas for Teaching Speech ("Who Am I and Where do I 'Stand?'") accepted as a poster session.

Stephanie Clark, a CoBA major, has been chosen as one of the American Advertising Federation’s Most Promising Minority Students for 2004. She will receive an all-expense-paid trip to New York City to attend the AAF’s Most Promising Minority Student program and to interview with a number of nationally-known advertising agencies and marketers in February at the Waldorf-Astoria. Where’s the connection to our College? Dr. Maciejewski (Journalism and Mass Communication) nominated Stephanie for the honor after working with her this fall on the National Student Advertising Competition project.

Dr. Greg Zacharias (English Department and Director of the Center for Henry James Studies) published the "Foreword" to a special Henry James issue of the Italian journal "Igitur" published in December.

Dr. Terry Clark (Political Science) reports that he has just been notified that an article that he co-authored with recent M.S. graduate Jill Wittrock, has been accepted for publication in Comparative Political Studies, a tier-one journal in political science. The Graduate School supported the research reported in the article.

Dr. Tracy Leavelle (History Department) announced that American Quarterly: The Journal of the American Studies Association has accepted his article, “Geographies of Encounter: Religion and Contested Spaces in Colonial North America.”  It should appear late in 2004.

 

Dr. Joan Ramage (Environmental and Atmospheric Sciences) has been notified by NASA that her grant "AMSR-E Derived Snow Melt Timing and Its Hydro-Geomorphic Influences in Heterogeneous Terrain, Upper Yukon River Basin" was awarded over $530,000 over the next three years as part of NASA's "Earth System Science Research Using Data and Products from Terra, Aqua, and ACRIM Satellites" program. The research will be conducted in conjunction with Dr. Rose McKenney at Pacific Lutheran University, in Tacoma, WA. They will use data from the Advanced Microwave Scanning Radiometer for the Earth Observing System (AMSR-E) sensor on the Aqua satellite to determine snowpack characteristics (in particular, melt timing and dynamics) in the upper Yukon River basin.

Dr. Lisa Riley (Sociology and Anthropology) has been informed that an article she wrote was selected as one of the nominees for the annual Rosabeth Moss Kanter Award for Excellence in Work-Family Research. The award is given to the author(s) of the best research paper published during a given year by the Center for Families at Purdue University and the Boston College Center for Work and Family. The purpose of the award is to raise the awareness of excellent work-family research among the scholar, consultant and practitioner communities, to foster debate about what the standards of quality for work-family research should be, and ultimately, to raise those standards. 

Dr. Wendy Wright (Theology Department) has just received the first copy of her new book in the series, “Traditions of Christian Spirituality.”  It’s entitled Heart to Heart: the Salesian Tradition (London: Darton, Longman, Todd, 2004).  The US edition, published by Orbis, will be out this month as well.

IJER is a multi-faith international journal that publishes articles that are relevant to religiously affiliated educational institutions around the world.

Nainsi Houston (English) announced that senior English Major, Emily Seamon's paper, "Saved by Faith and Saved by Science: the Authoritative Powers in Dracula" has been accepted for the Irish literature panel at the New Jersey College English Association Conference, to be held at Seton Hall University in South Orange, NJ.  The conference is March 29th.

Stephens (Philosophy and Classical and Near Eastern Studies) presented a paper on January 5 titled “Beastly Virtues: Animal Exempla in Seneca and Epictetus” to the panel on Roman Virtues, Vices, and Cultural History at the American Philological Association Meeting in San Francisco. On January 11, he presented a paper co-authored with Geoff Bakewell titled “Too Manly by Half?  Stoicism in Tom Wolfe’s A Man in Full” at the Hawaii International Conference on Arts and Humanities in Honolulu.  His review of Die Funktion der Dialogstruktur in Epiktets Diatriben by Barbara Wehner (Stuttgart: Franz Steiner Verlag, 2000) and of Epictetus: A Stoic and Socratic Guide to Life by A.A. Long (New York: Oxford Univ. Press, 2002) is in the journal Ancient Philosophy 23 (Fall 2003) which just appeared in print.

Eileen Wirth’s (Journalism and Mass Communication) article “Catholic Identity Remains a Public Relations Asset” has been accepted by the Journal of School Public Relations, a refereed journal published by the University of Dayton.  It will appear in Vol 25, Issue 1 that will be published in late March or early April. The article was a case study of whether four Omaha Catholic high schools still promote their Catholic identities in the wake of the clergy sex scandals. It was found that they do and these results were predictable, based on communications research on identity.

(Liz Stefaniak won, for creative nonfiction, last year.) The Intro Journals Project is a literary competition for the discovery and publication of the best new works by students currently enrolled in member programs of the Associated Writing Programs.  Winners are published in a variety of the nation's top literary magazines.  Lauren's poem, "Rhythm and Numbers in a Florida Kitchen" will be published in the highly respected Willow Springs.

Delaina Terhune, a recent graduate of the History Department, is the winner of the 2004 Courtland Auser Prize for the best undergraduate paper in Ethnic Studies for her submission, “Language and Power: Educational Language Policies in South Africa.”  The Courtland Auser contest is sponsored by the National Association for Ethnic Studies.

Rusty Reno (Theology) was invited to attend the May 12 Cardinal Dulles Colloquium, sponsored by the Institute for Religion and Public Life, on the topic of world evangelization. Dr Reno has also been invited to participate in a three-year Scriptural Reasoning Research Group, sponsored by the Center of Theological Inquiry in Princeton, New Jersey. The research group (four Christian, four Jewish, and four Muslim scholars) will meet twice a year to study the medieval commentary methods in all three faith traditions.

One of Dr. Reno's recent books, In the Ruins of the Church, is featured on the Mars Hill Audio program.  Chapters have been placed on the Mars Hill website www.marshillaudio.org) and Rusty was interviewed for a 15-minute segment of the bimonthly audio journal.  

The following essays and book chapters by Dr. Reno were published during the spring term: “The Debilitation of the Churches,” The Ecumenical Future, Carl E. Braaten and Robert W. Jenson, eds. (Eerdmans, 2004), pp. 46-72; “Stanley Hauerwas,” The Blackwell Companion to Political Theology, Peter Scott and William Cavanaugh, eds., (Blackwell, 2004), Chapter 21: pp. 302-316; and “The Ethics of Work,” The Blackwell Companion to Christian Ethics, Stanley Hauerwas and Sam Wells, eds., (Blackwell, 2004), pp. 319-331. His recently published essay, “Fighting the Noonday Devil” has been selected to appear in the Harper/Collins book, The Best Spiritual Writings of 2003, edited by Philip Zaleski.

Finally, Dr. Reno has completed a year-long process of recruiting 40 internationally known scholars to write biblical commentaries for the series he is editing, Theological Exegesis of the Bible, to be published by Brazos Press.

The OEC, designated by the federal government, is a geographical area within the city that is characterized by low economic status. It is also ethnically diverse.  The Center’s role in the NHMI as evaluator includes surveying couples who participate in the relationship education programs that will be offered. 

Joan  Mueller received a $40,000.00 grant from the McAuley foundation to fund a position in social ministry for Project Welcome, which assists the Sudanese refugee population in Omaha.  Her work with the Sudanese recently earned her the YWCA “Tribute to Women Award” in the Arts/Humanities.

Petersen also won the top speaker award in the novice division. This was a great way for the team to finish the semester. The team's next tournament is in January at Concordia College in Seward, NE.

Justices voted based on both the substance of the legal argument and the style and competence of presentation.  The team was Matt Anzur of the College of Arts and Sciences and Justin Johns of the College of Business Administration.  In other committees, Creighton delegations also represented Serbia-Montenegro and Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia.  

Drs. Julie Soukup (Chemistry), Mark Reedy (Biology), Mike Nichols (Physics), Cindy Gibson (Psychology) and Marty Hulce (Chemistry) have been involved with the successful awarding of a National Institutes of Health five-year grant to the University of Nebraska Medical Center totaling almost $17 million.  Creighton University is one Nebraska university that will receive funding from this grant in the amount of almost $2 million over five years.  The grant is funded through NIH's Institutional Development Award Program (IDeA) Networks of Biomedical Research Excellence (INBRE).  Two goals of the grant are (i) to provide funding to undergraduate professors to collaborate with graduate faculty within Nebraska and (ii) to provide funds for six undergraduate students to receive two-year, $11,000 scholarships to perform research in these collaborative projects.
