             Syllabus

Course Description
This course is the continuation of CHN 101 and 102. It will help students achieve greater fluency in oral expression and emphasize the reading of Chinese character texts. Grammar, character writing and new vocabulary will be taught. 
Course Objectives
The objectives of Chinese 201 are the further development of the student's vocabulary; comprehension, expression and pronunciation of spoken and written Chinese, the learning of some complicated Chinese structures, and a comprehensive grasp of the cultures of the Chinese-speaking world. 
· to communicate at a level acceptable for college graduates
· to further develop vocabulary and improve pronunciation

· to understand some complicated structures of Chinese

· to initiate the students to general aspects of the Chinese culture and stimulate interest in Asian cultures in general
Course Topics
· instruction and exercises to further develop listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in standard Mandarin Chinese
· face to face conversations in various cultural contexts within the Chinese culture
· the creation of basic sentence patterns
· the reading of simple stories about daily life
· the narration of simple stories or the description of familiar situations
Course Requirements
Students are normally required to attend every class, to do their assigned homework in preparation for these classes, to turn in assignments at the beginning of class on the prescribed day and to correct these assignments for the next class. They are also expected to make up any missed work by the deadline given to them by the professor. Students should participate actively in class work and discussions, treating both the instructor and classmates with courtesy and respect. All obligatory texts must be acquired and brought to class and, unless there are special circumstances and pre-approved arrangements, quizzes and exams are to be taken at the scheduled time. .

Attendance Policy
