         Syllabus

Course Description
This course is designed to help students achieve greater fluency in the four basic skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. By the end of the semester, they will be able to read newspapers, short stories, and essays by modern authors, later writing short compositions in Hanzi on their readings. 
Course Objectives
· to acquire the highest level of language proficiency in Chinese at the intermediate level
· to acquire the skills to speak and write complete and accurate Chinese paragraphs

· to increase the ability to understand Chinese sentences and paragraphs 

· to engage in writing short compositions

· to learn to use the English keyboard with word-processing while writing in Chinese 

· To feel confidante while speaking, reading, writing, and listening to Chinese, and carrying on a conversation with native speakers. 

Course Topics
· instruction and exercises to further develop listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in Mandarin Chinese

· more developed face to face conversations in Chinese within various cultural contexts

· reading of authentic materials of reasonable degrees of difficulty

· writing of simple compositions in Chinese characters

· translation of chosen materials from Chinese to English, and vice versa

Course Requirements
Students are normally required to attend every class, to do their assigned homework in preparation for these classes, to turn in assignments at the beginning of class on the prescribed day and to correct these assignments for the next class. They are also expected to make up any missed work by the deadline given to them by the professor. Collaboration on certain assignments is allowed, but the final product must each student’s own work. Students should participate actively in class work and discussions, treating both the instructor and classmates with courtesy and respect. Coming to class unprepared, arriving late or leaving early, or being disruptive will lower a student’s participation grade. All obligatory texts must be acquired and brought to class. Moreover, unless there are special circumstances and pre-approved arrangements, quizzes and exams are to be taken at the scheduled times.
