   L’EXPÉRIENCE DU QUÉBEC


6 credits
Course description
A total immersion in the French language and Francophone culture of Canada. Students will study advanced oral and writing skills, while exploring  the culture through city tours, visits to museums, concerts, theatre and cinema in Montreal and Quebec.
Course objectives
· To provide the students with a greater mastery of the French language

· To expose students to the different accents and vocabulary of the Francophone world
· To give students an in-depth understanding of the history and culture of Francophone countries

Course topics
· Advanced level grammar and vocabulary, rules of composition, and effective oral


presentations

· Introduction to the accent, expressions and vocabulary of the Quebec language

· Complete insertion in a Francophone milieu through residence with local French-speaking families

· Le Vieux Montréal et le Vieux Québec

· Quebec Art, Theater and Music
Course requirements

Students will be required to attend all classes, actively participate in class work  and do assignments of their language course. They will attend all cultural activities, keep a journal in French, and submit a final paper of approximately 7 pages on what they have learned and experienced by their visit to Quebec.
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Attendance Policy and Participation

Since a high level of attention, listening, speaking, writing, and participation in class work and discussions facilitate the acquisition of a language,  it is expected that all students will actively take part in every aspect of the trip. The French language is to be used at all times from the moment of arrival to the day of departure.
