Course Description

Une étude comparée de la poésie des pays francophones d’Europe, d’Afrique, de l’Amérique du Nord et des Antilles. L’accent sera mis sur la poésie moderne, ainsi que sur les rapports entre cette poésie et la conscience d’une identité nationale émergente.

· analyser en profondeur des poèmes francophones contemporains
· comparer des poèmes de divers pays de la francophonie
· évaluer le rapport entre la société et l’art
· rédiger un texte argumentatif correct et cohérent
· enrichir le vocabulaire abstrait et concret
Course Topics
· analyse de la poésie d’auteurs francophones contemporains, tels qu’Anne Hébert, Francis Ponge, Léopold Séghor, Aimé Césaire et Paul Chamberland.
· méthode d’analyse de textes
· techniques de la dissertation littéraire et emploi d’articulateurs
Course Requirements
Les étudiants doivent assister à tous les cours, préparer la lecture des textes à l’étude et faire les devoirs qui s’y rapportent.  Chaque travail écrit doit être refait après correction du professeur, en tenant compte des remarques sur la copie. Les délais pour la remise des travaux doivent être absolument respectés, à moins de maladie grave confirmée par un mot du médecin. Un glossaire des nouveaux mots ou expressions doit être tenu.

Attendance Policy
