Course Description

This advanced course further develops students’ proficiency in the four languages skills through reading of cultural and literary texts, engagement in meaningful discussions, writing and composition, completion of grammar exercises, reviewing video and audio materials. Students build a solid basis and competency for handling conversations, translations, and presentations.

· recognize and correctly use various grammatical structures in sentences;

· understand non-technical Russian texts on everyday topics;   

· write and compose texts;

· engage in conversations with native speakers;

· listen to and understand Russian speech (radio, TV, face-to-face); 
· know more about the Russian culture and Russian speaking countries.
