Course Description: 

An introduction to literary analysis with readings from Spanish and Latin-American literature. P: SPN 401, SPN 402, or IC.
Course Objectives: 

By the end of this course, students should be able to read and evaluate a scholarly piece of writing, discuss it intelligently and thoroughly with others, and create a well-written, researched, and documented exposition defending their position, all in Spanish.
Course Topics:

· Poetry
· Narrative
· Theater
· Critical Essay
Course Requirements:

· Completion of all assigned work both oral and written (late work may be accepted but with a grade penalty)

· Attendance and active in-class participation are expected and required. 
· Compositions and projects related to readings and discussion topics

Participation: To acquire a complete understanding of the various genres, styles, regions, and authors of Spanish American literature, students will be required to attend class and actively participate in the discussion throughout the course of the semester. To receive an excellent participation grade, the student needs to attend all of the classes throughout the semester, do all of the reading and homework prior to coming to class, and expect to participate willingly in the conversation. Active participation in the conversation includes being engaged in the class discussions without being called upon, and speaking and writing in Spanish. The participation grade will be assessed three times throughout the semester when the first three drafts of the Term Paper are turned in. Participation will account for 15% of the total grade.
Presentation: Students will be required to do an in-class group presentation related to a topic from one of the chapters. The students should provide supplemental material (slides, power-point presentation, posters, etc.) and present without the assistance of notes. The presentation accounts for 10% of the total grade.

Section Papers: Students will be required to write a 2 page paper covering two of the specific sections covered in class (poetry, short story, essay, and theater). Each paper will be double-spaced, in 12 point Times Roman font. Each of the papers will be written exclusively in Spanish. For grading criteria of each paper, please see the “Criteria for Grading Papers”. Each paper will account for 5% of the total grade, for a total of 10% of the total grade for the Section Papers.
Term Paper: Students will be required to complete a well-written exposition that covers a specific topic covered in class. The student should evaluate and write a critical essay concerning a specific piece of literature covered in class or approved by the professor. Each paper will be double-spaced, in 12 point Times Roman font. Each of the papers will be written exclusively in Spanish. For grading criteria of each paper, please see the “Criteria for Grading Papers”. The paper will be written in four stages as follows:

1st Draft: Two pages written with a well-developed original thesis. The paper should clearly present the ideas to be discussed in the later drafts. Included with the paper should be a detailed outline of the entire paper, including 2 references and evidence to support your thesis. The outline must be a minimum of 1 page. This draft will account for 5% of the total grade.

2nd Draft: The second draft should be a further-developed 3-4 page draft of the first paper. It should cite at least 4 sources and give evidence of further student research. The 2nd draft should be free of spelling, grammar and syntax errors, and show proof of extensive revisions prior to being turned in. This draft will account for 5% of the total grade.

3rd Draft: The third draft should be a polished, well-written 5-6 page paper that demonstrates the student’s knowledge in a specific area, their research and effort, and a command of the grammar and structure of the Spanish language. The student should cite a minimum of 6 sources in the paper. This draft will account for 10% of the total grade.

4th Draft: A finalized polished 6-7 page version of your 3rd draft that is acceptable for presenting at a conference level. This final paper will account for 10% of the total grade.
Exams: You will be given a midterm and a final examination covering the reading and writing both inside and outside of class. Both exams will be comprehensive. The midterm (15%) and the final exam (20) will account for a total of 35% of the total grade.

Criteria for Grading Papers

An ‘A’ Paper:

· The thesis is fully developed and offers insight and originality.

· The essay demonstrates original and critical thinking; the arguments are persuasive and well-documented.

· Ideas presented clearly and completely. Interrelationship of various parts of the essay is clear. Excellent paragraph structure. Precise vocabulary. Correct use of footnotes and bibliographical style.

· Perfect grammar and syntax. No errors in spelling and punctuation.

A ‘B’ Paper:

· The thesis is clearly stated and sets out a claim to be argued.

· The argument demonstrates some critical thinking, with a logical flow of ideas. Good documentation.

· Ideas are fairly clear and complete. Good paragraph structure. Some good use of vocabulary. Some errors in footnotes and bibliographic style.

· A few errors in the grammar, syntax, spelling or punctuation.

A ‘C’ Paper:

· A thesis is attempted, but simply describes what the essay will cover.

· Ideas supported with evidence and/or logical reasoning. Weak documentation.

· Repetition of ideas, and weak paragraph structure. Poor or limited vocabulary. More errors in the grammar, syntax, spelling and punctuation.
A ‘D’ Paper:

· A thesis is attempted, but is misleading, or imprecise.

· Lack of evidence or logical reasoning. Poor documentation.

· Content shows little understanding of subject and poor logic. Lack of structure, repetition of ideas and vocabulary. No footnotes or bibliography.

· Many errors in the grammar, syntax, spelling and punctuation.

An ‘F’ Paper:

· The essay lacks a thesis or the thesis does not reflect the assignment.

· No argument given and inadequate documentation.

· Mainly a summary of the work of others. No originality or critical thinking. 

· Many errors in the grammar, syntax, spelling and punctuation. Text is unintelligible.
