Course Description

An exploration of Latin American culture through in-country learning excursions that may include: city tours, visits to museums, theatre, cinema, and visits to socio-cultural ethnic sites in one or more countries of Latin America. This course will be taught in Spanish. 

General Course Objectives

Careful consideration will be given to: 1) reviewing of principle grammatical concepts, 2) developing better skills in oral communication in Spanish, 3) improving skills in academic writing, and 4) increasing cultural knowledge of Latin America through focusing on analytical skills. 

List of Course Topics

Course cultural topics may include:
*cultural and ethnic diversity in Latin America: the indigenous, Afro-Latin, and mestizo communities;

*urban versus rural life in Latin America, 

*male and female roles in Latin American society; or

*role of history in understanding contemporary Latin American society

Course Requirements

Students are expected to complete daily written assignments, to write analytical essays, take quizzes and exams (oral and written), and to actively participate in class.
